Bred as a companion for at 

least 2,000 years, this little

slightly arrogant appearance. 

Their origin is unknown, but 

Shih Tzu were developed in 

China, where they were fa-

vorites at the imperial court. 

During the 1920s, the first 

pair was brought to England. 

More imports followed, and 

the breed became well es-

tablished there. Its populari-

ty spread to continental Eu-

rope and to North America, 

where it now enjoys a tre-

mendous following. This is 

an elegant, long-coated 

breed measuring about 11 

inches at the shoulder. All 

colors are acceptable, but a 

white forehead blaze and tail 

tip is highly prized. Daily 

brushing is essential.

The breed 

combines the blood of a 

mastiff-type breed that was 

used for hunting, herding 

and protection with that of 

the Bulldog. The result is a 

smooth-coated, agile dog 

measuring up to 25 inches at 

the shoulder. Color may be 

shades of fawn or brindle 

with white markings, which 

must not exceed one-third of 

the ground color to meet the 

official breed standard. The 

breed was introduced to 

America after World War I, 

when it was brought home 

by returning servicemen. 

Since then, the Boxer's pop-

ularity has grown enormous-

ly. The breed is valued as a 

spirited pet and guardian of 

home and family. Its sleek 

coat is easily maintained; a 

weekly rubdown with a bris-

tle brush keeps it clean. 

Strong and exuberant, this 

breed appreciates a couple 

of daily runs outdoors. As 

long as it gets plenty of ex-

ercise, the Boxer can adapt 

to most living quarters.

PUMPKIN  COOKIES  FOR  DOGS 
 

1 1/2 cups whole wheat flour 
1/2 cup pumpkin, canned 
1 tablespoon brown sugar 
1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon 
1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg 
4 tablespoons Crisco 
1 whole egg 
1/2 cup buttermilk 
 
 
 

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. Combine flour, cinnamon and 
nutmeg and cut in shortening. Beat egg with milk and  
pumpkin and combine with flour, mixing well. Stir until soft 
dough forms. Drop by tablespoons onto ungreased cookie 
sheet and bake for 12 to 15 minutes. Let cool and serve.
